MASTER PLAN

Even as current economic needs were
priorities in 2008-2009, VGCC continued
to think about how the college can adapt
to meet changing needs in the future. The
Facilities Master Plan, a ten-year proposed
plan to meet the building and growth needs
of the college, went into phase one project
planning. The Master Plan was created so
the college would have the initial plans for
expansion in place should building funds
become available in the future.

In the fall of 2008, the Pearce Brinkley
Cease + Lee (PBC&L) architectural firm
in Raleigh was selected for the planning
for the proposed Allied Health and Science
Building on Main Campus. Other expansion
priorities for the future will be the renova-
tion of Buildings 5 and 6 on Main Campus;
construction of a Corporate Education Cen-
ter at a location to be determined; and reno-
vations of Building 1 and construction of a
new classroom/ library building, both at the
Franklin County Campus.

The move came after
a year of student, faculty and staff surveys
and focus groups, all of which showed sup-
port for the change. The new policy states
that VGCC is committed to providing its
students and employees a safe and healthy
campus environment. The policy also states
that the college recognizes the use of to-
bacco products can be detrimental to the
health of students, employees, and visitors,
and recognizes that it has an obligation to
promote a healthy learning and work en-
vironment free from unwanted smoke and
byproducts of tobacco use.

EARLY COLLEGE

HIGH SCHOOLS

The 2008-2009 year saw VGCC partner to open two innova-
tive new high schools and to plan for two others. Early College
High Schools opened in August 2008 at two of the college’s four
campuses. Vance County Early College High School, a partner-
ship of VGCC and Vance County Schools, started at the college’s
main campus, while Warren Early College High School, a part-
nership of VGCC and Warren County Schools, conducted classes
at the Warren County Campus.

Early College High Schools are designed so that low-income
youth, first-generation college goers, and other young people un-
derrepresented in higher education can simultaneously earn a high
school diploma and an associate’s degree or up to two years of
credit toward a bachelor’s degree — tuition free.

The VGCC Board of Trustees approved two more Early
College Program Proposals in January 2009 — one in partner-
ship with Granville County Schools and the other with Franklin
County Schools. The addition of Early College programs in Gran-
ville and Franklin counties, when completed, would make VGCC
the only community college in the nation with four Early College
programs under its umbrella of services.

Intercollegiate athletics became a part of VGCC student life
in the 2008-2009 year. After joining the National Junior College
Athletic Association (NJCAA) in 2008, VGCC’s men’s basketball
team was the first to take the court. The Vanguards competed in
Region X of the NJCAA’s Division II. Coached by Avery Wilson,
the basketball team compiled a winning record in its first season
and advanced to the conference tournament semifinals. The team
played home games at Aycock Recreation Complex in Henderson.
VGCC'’s Bryan Burrell led the conference in assists and was third
in Division II nationwide in assists. Raymond Dunn ranked 11th in
scoring and 14th in rebounding among all players in Division II.
